Program Capabilities Wizard
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A special wizard helps you to use an application and perform main actions, such as repackage existing installation by
using monitoring option, create a new project or generate an MSI for an existing project.



Create MSI Package Dialog
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When the installation model is defined, you can automatically generate an MSI based on it. Create MSI Package
dialog allows you set specific options for MSI, such as version, manufacturer, etc.




Manage Files and Folders
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Installation can manage files and folders: create, delete them or modify their content and properties. All options for
file system resources management can be set through visual interface.



Manage Registry Keys and Values
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Installation can create, delete and modify registry keys and values. All value types are supported. Using visual
interface you can configure actions with registry resources in scope of installation.



Manage System Folders
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Instead of defining absolute paths to file system resources you can use system folders that refers to correspondent
Windows system locations. It is the platform-independent way to set paths.



Manage Environment Variables
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In scope of installation you can create, delete or modify system and user environment variables. Using a visual
interface you can define variable name, value and required operation.



Manage Shortcuts

Installation can create Windows shortcuts that can be configured using Add Shortcut dialog. Shortcut options are
exactly the same as in Windows and include name, target, arguments, etc.
